| am not aware of any academic studies of philotimo, but it was discussed by the Greek-born
psychologist Harry Triandis in some of his books about individualism and collectivism. I
have also touched on it in my textbook Understanding Social psychology across Cultures. |
see it as having a good deal in common with other southern European concepts such as
Spanish pundonor, and concepts of honour in general. The Turkish social psychologist Ayse
Uskul has done several studies of honour in Turkey. | am attaching a recent paper of hers that
refers to much of the earlier work in that area.
